Our Week at a Glance 
 

Bible This week we’ll learn about Adam & Eve and the consequences of sin.  By the grace of God, Jesus 
accepted the punishment for our sins when He died on the cross! 

 
Phonics We’ve learned the five vowels! We’ll review our vowels and meet our first consonant:  t.  We’ll even go 

a step further and learn how to blend “t” with the vowels!  (Check out your child’s “Keep” pocket 
Tuesday for info about blends.) 

 
Handwriting This week we’ll work a lot with the four “Mat Man” shapes:   
 big line, little line, big curve, and little curve. 
 
Math Let’s count!  Let’s also talk about patterns, shapes, and left/right.  We’re also learning to identify 

numbers by counting their “touch points.”  We’ve already learned 1, 2 & 3.  This week we’ll learn 4.  
Ask your child to show you the touch points on these numbers! 

 
Science We’re still keeping an eye on our monarchs, plus we’re learning about two new animal families:  reptiles 

and birds. 
 
Soc. Studies We’re learning about maps, learning our own addresses, and learning about the first of many
